TYMBA Solos Competition Rules…

1 – All entrants must be a bona fide member of the association at time of entry and competition.

2 – The age of entrant will be their age on January 1st of the competing year as per TYMBA Rules

3 – Entrants can play in the category ONE place above their age. 

i – Entrants cannot play in an age category below their age.


ii – Entrant cannot move back down in future competitions.
4 – Entries must be made, with payment, by the date specified on the entry form. 

5 – TYMBA Class will NOT be allowed to take their own music into the competition.


i – except for freestyle pieces

6 – Freestyle pieces will be timed.  One (1) point will be deducted for every second over the stated time.

7 – The judge will decide which elements and or pieces to be played.

8 - TYMBA Class entrants must provide a written copy of their freestyle piece, when ‘booking in’.  Failure to do so will result in a 10 point deduction from their total score.

9 – A Warm-up area will be provided.  Playing in hearing distance of the competition area is not allowed and may result in disqualification.

i – The Warm-up area can ONLY be used for half an hour before playing time.

10 – If there is only one entrant in a category, they will need to attain a score of 75 to be classed as winner.

11 – The six winners in the TYMBA Class will compete at the TYMBA National Championships later that year.  

i – Each entrant will be allowed 2 minutes freestyle. 


ii – performance must be done solo, in the discipline the entrant won the solos in.

12 – A form of photo identification, with Date of Birth, should be brought to the competition.  A band/TYMBA ID card or photocopy of Passport would be sufficient.

13 – The contest organiser, and or judges decision is final.


i – The Association has a Right of Appeal, as per Section Three, Category A, Rule 10 of the TYMBA Constitution and Rules.
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
